WEATHER CONTINGENCY

Registration and Briefing will be conducted at Cape Gloucester Eco Resort. All competitors are to
be present for a 5.00pm briefing

There will be a presentation on reef fish species and fisheries regulations at the briefing. Drinks
can be purchased from the bar. Tag numbers and fish bags will be handed out.

Friday 10 December i Spearfishing Heat 1 (weather dependent)

5:30am gathering of divers for 6am boat departure.

Competitors only will be transported to a reef off Cape Gloucester, to be advised the morning of
departure. Dependant upon the reef selected for the day and weather conditions, there will be up
to 1:30--2:30 hours traveling time to reach the reef. A briefing will be held once anchored.

At that time divers will be provided with a tag and cable ties to identify their catch and can finish
gearing up.

Safety boats will be on duty patrolling the reef during the event. Spearfishing heats will be 4-6
hours depending on conditions. On return to the start/finish point each diver fish will be bagged
and tagged and stored on ice.

Arrival back in Cape Glouchester will be approximately 3.00pm. Each divers catch will be weighed
on shore at the conclusion of the heat. Catch species will be recorded on the score sheet, but not
their individual weights. Individual fish will only be weighed if it is a potential record, a meritorious
fish, or to verify that is that it is the 1kg minimum weight or if it is over the maximum scoring weight
of 15kg. Some fish may be retained and kept on ice for donation to QDPI&F and JCU for research
purposes.

Once back in port, after scores have been collated, results will be posted on the notice board at
the Cape Gloucester resort.

Each diver will be responsible for filleting and labeling their own fish that they wish to keep
(and a cold room will be available for storage).
The balance of the catch will be donated to local charities and sponsors.

FLOATS FOR REEF SPEARFISHING

As per t he AU les, dlAiveS engst towa flaiat withuthe proper dive flag attached at
least 200mm above the water. Due to the presence of reef sharks most experienced reef divers
use floats that enable fish to be kept out of the water. These vary in design from fiberglass
moulded ones to the most basic of a boogie board with catch bag attached on top. The organising
committee strongly recommend the use of these types of floats to avoid the disappointment of your
catch being eaten by sharks.

1. All competitors must be current financial members of the Australian Underwater

AUF/AUFQ Code of Conduct, Anti-doping policy and Ethical Standards.

2. Competitors must make themselves aware of the Federal and Queensland Government
regulations and adhere to them. These regulatory bodies include Fisheries Queensland
and the Great Barrier Reef Marine Park Authority and competitors will be provided with
information outlining the relevant regulations prior to the heats.

3. Any competitor who returns to the boat with a protected species will be disqualified.

4. The minimum weight for all eligible fish will be 1000 gms (or for some species it will be
greater to ensure above minimum legal size).

It is the responsibility of a competitor to secure their fish with a tag on returning to the
start/finish vessel/s, and to ensure their fish remain secure up to the weigh-in location. Any
loose or untagged fish may be ineligible for weigh-in.

Competitors retaining their catch should note that under Queensland Government
Regulations all fin fish must have one pectoral fin removed and all fish must be left whole
unless a 40cm fillet can be taken from the fish, and skin left on the fillet.

All parrot fish must be gutted prior to being presented for weigh in; i.e. the belly of the fish
cut open and all the guts removed. Failure to gut the fish properly may result in the fish

being rejected by the weighmaster. A minimum weight of 1.0kg will apply to gutted parrot
fish and only 5 species of parrotfish /diver will be counted towards each divers total score.

Competitors late back to their boat will attract the following penalties:
Up to 5 minutes late i 300 point penalty.
Over 5 minutes and up to 10 minutes late i 600 points penalty.
Over 10 minutes late i forfeit all points for that heat (fish not weighed).

3.3.3 A score sheet of acceptable species will be published with the B Section Rules
and will be selected by the Organising Committee as representative of the local
species and selected to form a suitable score sheet for this competition. Points
for different species will reflect the relative difficulty of capturing the species on
film.
